As you drive, the screen shows your 
current GPS speed, in the green box 
and also optionally in large digits in the 
centre of the screen. In the top right 
corner, the compass arrow points north.

When you get within range of a speed 
camera, the display shows the distance 

and direction to the camera. Where 
known, it also shows the type of 

camera, speed limit at the camera, the 
road that the camera is on, and the 

direction the camera points.
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
